A. $10 License Plate Fee for Funding of State Parks

Executive Director Wayne Purchase reported to the membership on the legislation introduced to fund State Parks through a $10 fee tacked on the cost for license plates. Wayne was instructed by the board to send a letter on behalf of the association opposing this legislation.  There will be an e-mail blast sent out to the membership if further action is needed.

D. Advertising Ohio/Michigan Directories

Vicki Cole the President of the Ohio Campground Owners Assocation was approached by some ARVC MI Campground members concerning advertising in the Ohio directory.  The board for the Ohio Campground Assocation approved the cooperative advertising.  Questions and comments were solicited from the general membership on their thoughts regarding this issue for the board to take under advisement in coming up with a decision on this issue.  Janice Golda from Troll Landing Campground wanted to know the deadline for the Ohio directory advertising.  The deadline would be November 15.  Vicki Cole commented that a condition could be that they need to advertise in the Michigan directory and then they can advertise in the Ohio directory so ad money would not be lost.  Tim Wilcox of Gateway Park Campground sees this as a growth and expansion opportunity.  Carl Laming of Totem Pole Park is not opposed to the idea and feels it is a fair trade.  Carl wonders if this would open up opportunities with states such as Wisconsin.  A previous board action was voted on that other states could advertise in our Michigan directory if it did not touch our state.  Cindy Keinath of Frankenmuth Jellystone Park would like to see this action done on a state-by-state case.  Wayne would need to also check with the state welcome centers to see if our directory would still be able to be displayed with other states advertising and listings inside.  Rose Keller of Potawatomie Recreation Area gave her support for the idea.  There were comments about changing the name of the directory if we combined the two.  At this point there was a clarification that this was an idea to have individual parks advertise their park in the directories there was not going to be any combining of the directories.  There was further discussion on advertising prices.  The board will take all comments under advisement.  
E.  Cabelas Spring Camping Show

Wayne reported on an e-mail he received regarding a Cabelas Spring Camping Show.  Cabelas would have space for 20 parks to promote their parks outside of their store on May 16-17.  The parks participating would in return supply a free weekend of camping for Cabelas customers to win as raffle prizes.  Janice Golda of Troll Landing Campground asked if an ARVC representative could be sent to hand out directories.  Carl Laming and Wayne Purchase have in the past handed directories out during one of these shows and the number handed out was very minimal.
